School will review the lesson content and resources to ensure they are age appropriate and meet the
needs of our pupils.

The lesson will be delivered on Wednesday 4t March and will cover:
e When and how puberty starts

e Some of the physical body changes as young people approach puberty and the differences

e Different feelings as young people go through puberty and how to deal with them positively
e The need for good personal hygiene

We see this as an important part of our
SRE programme to enable you to be prepared for questions your child may ask, or to discuss the issues
raised during and after the lesson.
